STATEMENT OF FAITH

Article 1 THE SCRIPTURES

We believe that “ all scripture is given by inspiration of God,” and therefore the whole Bible in
the originals is without error. We believe that all the Scriptures center about and the Lord Jesus Christ in
His person and work in His first and second coming. We also believe that all the scriptures were given by
God for us as the only infallible rule of faith and practice. (Mark 12:26, 36; 13:11; Luke 24:27, 44; John
5:39; Acts 1:16;17:2-3; 18:28; 26:22-23; 28:23; Rom. 15:4; | Cor. 2:13; 10:11; 2 Tim. 3:16; 2 Pet. 1:21).

Article 2 THE GODHEAD

We believe in the Triune God, that the Godhead eternally exists in three persons —the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Spirit- and that these are one God, having precisely the same nature, attributes, and
perfections, and worthy of the same homage, confidence, and obedience. (Matt. 28:18-19: Mark 12:29;
John 1:14; Acts 5:3-4; 2Cor.13:14; Heb.1:1-3; Rev. 1:4-6).

Article 3 MAN CREATED AND FALLEN

We believe that man was originally created in the image and after the likeness of God, and the he
fell through sin, and as a consequence of his sin lost spiritual life, becoming dead in trespasses and sins,
and that he became subject to the power of the devil. We also believe that this spiritual death, or total
depravity of human nature, has been transmitted to the entire human race of man, the Man Christ Jesus
alone being excepted; and hence that every child of Adam is born into the world with a nature which not
only possesses no spark of divine grace. (Gen. 1:26; 2:17; 6:5; Psa 14:1-3; 51:5; Jer. 17:9; John 3:6; 5:40;
6:53; Rom 3:10-19; 8:6-7; Eph 2:1-3; | John 3:8).

Article 4 JESUS CHRIST

We believe that Jesus Christ, the Second Person of the blessed Trinity, is the Son of God, who
has incarnated, born of the Virgin Mary through the Holy Spirit. We believe that Christ was crucified on
the cross for the redemption of sinful man, and he was bodily resurrected on the third day, and ascended
into heaven sitting on the right hand of the Father, and will come again to judge the living and the dead.
(Matt. 1:18-25; Luke 1:35, John 1:14, Galatian 3:13, Rom. 4:25; 5:6; | Cor 15:1-8; 12-19; Acts 1:9-11; 2
Tim 4:1; Rev. 20:11-15).

Article 5 SALVATION ONLY THROUGH CHRIST

We believe that, owing to universal death though sin, no one can enter the kingdom of God
unless born again. We believe also that our redemption has been accomplished solely by the blood of our
Load Jesus Christ, who was made to be sin and made a curse for us, dying in our room and stead. We
believe also that the new birth of the believer come only through faith in Christ and that repentance is a
vital part of believing, and is in no way in itself a separate and independent condition of salvation, nor are
any other acts, such as confession, baptism, prayer, or faithful service, to be added to believing as a
condition of salvation. (John 1:12; 3:16, 18, 36; 5:24; 6:29; Acts 13:39; 16:31; Rom 1:16-17; 3:22, 26;
4:5; 10:4; Gal.3:22).

Article 6 THE HOLY SPIRIT

We believe that the Holy Spirit, the Third Person of the blessed Trinity, though omnipresent from
all eternity, took up His abode in the world in a special sense on the day of Pentecost according to the
divine promise, dwells in every believer, and by His baptism unites all to Christ in one body, and that He,
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as the Indwelling One, is the source of all power and all acceptable worship and service. (John 14:16-17,
16:7-15; 1 Cor6:19; Eph. 2:22).

We believe that in this age certain well-defined ministries are committed to the Holy Spirit.
These ministries are the convicting of the world respecting of all believers; the indwelling and anointing
of all who are saved, thereby sealing them into the day of redemption; the baptizing into one body of
Christ of all who are saved; and the continued filling for power, teaching, and service of those among the
saved who are yielded to Him and who are subject to His will.  (John 3:6; 16:7-11; Rom 8:9, | Cor.12:13;
Eph 4:30; 5:18; | John 2:20-27).
Article 7 THE CHURCH

We believe that the church is the body of Christ which consists of true believers of Christ. We
believe also that the church exists for the worship of God and the proclamation of salvation in Christ. (Eph
1:23; | Pet.2:5,9; Matt 28:18-20; Mark 6:115; Acts 1:8).

Article 8 THE SACRAMENTS

We believe that water baptism and the Lord’s Supper are the only sacraments of the Church.
(Matt. 28:19; Luke 22:19-20; Acts 10:47-48; 16:7-8: Cor.11:26).

Article 9 THE SECOND COMING OF CHRIST AND THE ENTERNAL STATE

We believe that Christ will come again in glory. We also believe that at death the spirits and souls
of those who have trusted in the Lord Jesus Christ for salvation pass immediately into His presence and
there remain in conscious bliss until the resurrection of the glorified body when Christ comes for His own,
whereupon soul and body reunited shall be associated with Him forever in glory; but the spirits and souls
of the unbelieving remain after death conscious of condemnation and in misery until the final judgement
to the great white throne at the second coming of Christ in his glory, when soul and body reunited shall be
cast into the lake of fire, not to be annihilated, but to be punished with everlasting destruction from the
presence of the Lord and from the glory of His power. (Matt 25:31-32; Luke 16:19-26; 23:42; Acts 1:9-11;
2 Cor 5:8; Phil. 1:23; 2 Thess 1:7-9: Jude 6-7; Rev. 1.7 20:11-15).
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
